Newry, Mourne and Down
District Council is proud to
host the Annual Famine
Commemoration 2015. The
remembrance of those who
died or had to leave these
shores is an important element
in fostering an appreciation
of the impact that the famine
had and how this continues in
modern Ireland.

No county was left unscathed
by the famine; research
undertaken by museum staff
has uncovered first-hand
accounts of the suffering

and tragedy which unfolded
during those years. Reports
relating to famine relief across
Down and Armagh relay

the sense of destitution and
distress in places like Crossgar,
Downpatrick, Forkhill and
Donaghmore. Workhouses in
Newry, Kilkeel, Downpatrick
and elsewhere accommodated
“paupers..., miserable
spectacles,... emaciated

and reduced in strength”
(Downpatrick Recorder 13
February 1847).

This programme of events has
been put together to explore
further the social, cultural,
linguistic, economic and
political legacy of the famine.
We are privileged to have
contributions by renowned
authors, historians, artists and
academics. Our local school
children and students will
have opportunities to engage
with the human stories of the
famine and respond creatively.
The official ceremony of
commemoration will be a
fitting and poignant reminder
of the devastation and loss
experienced by millions of
people in the years 1845 —

1849 and beyond. | look
forward to welcoming you to
the Albert Basin in Newry for
the ceremony on September
26th at 2pm. The maritime
heritage of the city of Newry
is represented at the chosen
location for the event, it
being the site of so much
industry linked to the ships
which would transport the

A history course with Dr Gerard MacAtasney,
aimed at secondary schools and adults.

While much has been written about the
impact of the Great Famine/An Gorta Mér,
there still remains the perception that Ulster
escaped relatively lightly from the effects of
the catastrophe. This short course will examine
conditions during the Famine years in the linen
stronghold of Country Armagh and the thriving
industrial metropolis of Belfast. By way of
contrast, the years of hunger in County Leitrim,
a county bordering the province, will also be
examined. The course aims to address the belief
that Ulster was immune to one of the greatest
human disasters of the nineteenth-century.

The Great Irish Famine is generally regarded as
having dramatically precipitated the decline of
the Irish language. Yet scholars are revisiting
the question of language use in Ireland in the
19th century, as is most recently evident in
Nicholas Wolf’s study An Irish-Speaking Island
State, Religion, Community, and the Linguistic
Landscape in Ireland, 1770-1870 (2014).

This talk will consider this linguistic landscape
as part of an examination of how Irish speakers
reacted to the crisis as it unfolded. For example,
how did poets and scribes describe the situation
as it appeared to them? And how useful is the
oral testimony of survivors as this was passed
down to us after the catastrophe?

DAY 1: TUESDAY 29 SEPTEMBER
AN OVERVIEW OF IRISH MIGRATION:
PLACING THE FAMINE MIGRANTS IN CONTEXT.

The objective of this session will be to place
the generation of migrants who left Ireland
during the Famine within the context of the
much longer history of emigration from the
Island. We will step back and take in the long-
view of Irish migration, considering number of
departures, destinations, places of origin, and
the circumstances in which they left. This will
help us understand the unique character of
Famine-era migration and the long history of
Irish emigration.

DAY 2: 30 SEPTEMBER
WORK, PLAY, AND PRAYER: DAILY LIFE IN
THE IRISH DIASPORA

This session will look at the daily lives of the
men, women, and families who made up the
Irish Diaspora in the nineteenth century.

The working, social, and religious lives of Irish
emigrants varied depending on when they
emigrated, where they came from, where they
settled, and whether they were men or women.
We will examine the fascinating complexity

of Irish experiences of everyday life in the U.S,,
Canada, Great Britain, Australia, and elsewhere.

DAY 3: 1 0CTOBER

IN THE SHADOW OF EXILE: POLITICAL LIFE
IN THE IRISH DIASPORA AND THE LEGACY
OF THE FAMINE

In our final session, we will examine how Irish
people around the world participated in local
and national politics, and the ways in which
they led and supported movements for change,
including campaigns both for and against

Irish independence. We will also think about
the ways in which Irish people encountered
discrimination, but also how they were
instrumental in the alienation of others. In
certain ways, these activities have been shaped
by popular conceptions of the Famine as the
great tragedy in Ireland’s history that callously
scattered its sons and daughters far and wide.
We will conclude our workshop by considering
how the experience of the Famine migrants
has continued to shape the identity of the Irish
Diaspora.

Grainne McEvoy, Ph.D

Grainne is a native of Newry, but has been living
in Boston for some years, where she obtained a
Ph.D. in History at Boston College in 2014.

She has five years of experience teaching at
the university level, and will be teaching two
Open Access history courses (one on the Irish
Diaspora) at Queen’s University beginning in
September 2015.

Gallery, Newry City Library, which will include a
copy of an original Famine relief ticket, dated 1847
(and signed by James Harshaw, who was involved
with a local Famine Relief Committee). There

are also transcriptions of the Harshaw diaries
(handwritten by Crossle) from our unique Crossle
collection, which includes cover of the Famine
period. There are frequent mentions to James

Harshaw attending Relief Committees, providing
relief to local people, as well as mentions of local
deaths. Famine Commemoration bookmarks
will be available at Newry City Library as part
of Libraries NI programme of activities during
September, and Warrenpoint and Newry City
Library will each hold a Junior Reading Group
during this period, where group members will
be able to read books on the topic of the famine.

The trauma of the famine decade struck a
deep blow to the psyche of the Irish people.
This exhibition, illustrated with contemporary
drawings, newspaper reports, scientific
comment and agricultural advice, offers an
insight to the period.
