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With the huge increase in recreation in the Mournes, our paths are under constant pressure and require ongoing repair and maintenance. By supporting sustainable path management, you’re helping create trails that can withstand years of walking, remain enjoyable for visitors, and protect the surrounding landscape. Well-designed, resilient paths also play a vital role in reducing erosion and safeguarding nature against the additional pressures brought by climate change.
Task intensity: Moderate: Involves moving materials, digging and walking to and from site.
Time commitment: Tuesdays 10.30-15.30.
All tools and PPE provided. We require that everyone working on paths wear safety/steel toe boots, which we can provide. We also provide work gloves and other PPE as required.
No previous experience required just a willingness to learn new skills and reasonable level of fitness to spend the day being active in the hills.
Training and mentoring will be provided.
All you need is packed lunch and some clothes that you don’t mind getting muddy.
